
AS A SENIOR IN 2011:
• Named fi rst team All-Patriot League.
• Selected second team All-ECAC.
• Started all 11 games at cornerback.
• Ranked fourth on the team with 68 total 
tackles, including 56 solo stops, two 
quarterback sacks and three tackles for loss.
• Led the team with two interceptions and 
14 pass breakups, in addition to forcing two 
fumbles.
